Objectives and Purpose of the Program FSc MER 2020

This international training program examines the mountain ecosystems in contexts of
human development and natural resources, principles of managing natural resources, and
governing the resources for sustainable conservation. Depicting on case studies from a
wide range of the current natural resources across the globe, the program considers how
different social, political, economic and cultural and gender aspects compete for and
sustain the natural resources in mountain ecosystems.
